Education, Supervision and Monitoring for Internet Safety/Digital Citizenship

It shall be the responsibility of all members of the <School> staff to educate, supervise and monitor appropriate usage of the online computer network and access to the Internet in accordance with this plan/procedure, the Children’s Internet Protection and the Protecting Children in the 21st  Century Act.

The <Title> or designated representatives will provide age- appropriate training for students who use the <School’s> Internet facilities. The instruction provided will be designed to promote the <School’s> commitment to:

a. The standards and acceptable use of Internet services as set forth in the Harrison County School District Acceptable Use Policy;

b. Student safety with regard to:

i. Safety on the Internet;

ii. Appropriate, responsible behavior while on online, on social networking Web sites, and in chat rooms; and

iii. cyberbullying awareness and response.

c. Compliance with the E-rate requirements of the Children’s Internet Protection Act (“CIPA”).

Digital Citizenship can be defined as the norms of appropriate, responsible behavior with regard to technology use. There are nine elements typically associated with Digital Citizenship. They are: Digital Access, Digital Commerce, Digital Communication, Digital Literacy, Digital Etiquette, Digital Law, Digital Rights and Responsibilities, Digital Health and Wellness and Digital Security (self-protection)

Internet safety/digital citizenship instruction/training for students attending <School> shall consist of, but not limited to the following:
